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The Vision for Perth

If the recommendations are implemented in their 

entirety, Perth will have:

Å A vibrant city and urban areas where more 

people could live, work and play, moving 

between activities using public and active 

transport.

Å A true capital city as the capital of 

commerce and the place for high density 

living 

Å Strengthened regional centres as focal points 

for increased employment and higher -density 

living options.

Å Largely unchanged suburbs with family -

friendly neighbourhoods. 



The majority of commuters travel 

from outer sub -regions into the 

CBD and other central locations. 

The Central sub -region contains 

64% of employment, yet this is 

relatively dispersed.

There are few nodes with 

adequate employment and 

population densities to support 

public transport use.

Land use and Commuting

Outward growth patterns increase 

total possible commute distances 

and reduce the resilience of existing 

transport infrastructure, particularly 

north -south links. 

The majority of housing approvals 

between 2011 and 2015 were in 

outer and middle locations. 



We found:

Å Businesses in knowledge, health, professional service, science and technology 

organisations benefit from high -density, central locations with access to skilled workers, 

peer interactions and knowledge transfers.

Å Inner suburban locations offer benefits that include affordability, space and a local 

workforce. Industries in these areas include technology, property, architecture and 

health. 
Å Businesses related to industry, manufacturing, warehousing, freight and logistics locate in 

areas accessible by road and to major transport infrastructure like ports and airports.
